Dear Parents,

According to federal law, the No Child Left Behind Act of 2001, students must be provided an opportunity to attend another school within the school district if the students are enrolled in a Title I served school identified as a school in need of improvement. A school is identified as in need of improvement based upon a school not meeting the state’s definition of adequate yearly progress (AYP) for two years consecutively.  Many people confuse the rating on the school report card (unsatisfactory, below average, average, good, excellent) with AYP.  The state rating is not part of federal law, nor is it related to the school choice option.

By law, schools are required to make choice available for students not later than the first day of the school year.  Based on 2011 AYP data, the South Carolina Department of Education did identify Cheraw Primary School as a school that is required to offer public school choice for the 2011-2012 school year.  The opportunity for school choice will be offered to all students in 5 year old kindergarten through grade 2. A list of the schools available as choices has been provided on the attached Request for School Choice Transfer form.  Also included is a School Summary Sheet providing information about your child’s school and the schools of choice to which you may transfer your child.  

If you are interested in participating in the choice transfer option, please complete the attached Request for School Choice Transfer form and return it to the school district office.  All requests must be received by no later than 4:00 p.m. on Tuesday, August 16, 2011.  Please maintain documentation for your records that the request was submitted prior to the deadline date. You will receive written notification by September 2, 2011 of the school to which your child has been transferred. 
The school district will provide transportation to the school of choice, if requested.  However, funds for this purpose are limited.  Should the requests for choice transportation exceed the amount of funds made available by federal law, student transfers based on choice will only be granted for a limited number of students within the transportation cost allowance, with priority being given to those students with the greatest instructional need.  Due to limited transportation funds, it is possible not all students requesting transportation will be able to receive a transfer to their school of choice. 

You will also note on the request form that we have asked you to indicate your preference of choice schools in rank order.  We will respect your first preference, to the extent practicable, when assigning your child or making decisions about transfers. 
Please return the request form to the school district office indicating the choice that you feel is in the best interest of your child. The address and fax number are on the request form.  You do not need to return anything if you want your child to remain at Cheraw Primary.

This same legislation allowing for school choice includes a provision for supplemental services (after-school tutoring) for eligible students of low-income families attending schools that have been in school improvement status for more than one year.  Eligible students at Cheraw Primary will be offered these services.  However, it should be noted that students are not entitled to both choice and supplemental services.  In other words, a student who chooses to transfer to a school of choice will not be eligible for supplemental services.

The school is implementing many effective practices and programs that we would like to share with you, such as:

When determining the status for Cheraw Primary, data must be collected from third grade data at Cheraw Intermediate School.  This is because there is no state testing for kindergarten through second grade. Adequate Yearly Progress is determined in the areas of reading and math only.   The school’s report for adequate yearly progress for the 2010-2011 school year (based on results of 2011 test analysis) indicated:
· Cheraw Intermediate’s third grade met 17 out of 17 objectives and has met AYP for the 2010-2011 school year.

· The school will remain in school improvement (on a delay status) until AYP has been met for two consecutive years.
